The Sacrament of Baptism is celebrated on the first and third Sunday of every 
month. 
MARRIAGE: If one of the engaged couple (or their parents) is registered at St. Mary’s arrangements may be made personally by the couple at least 
six months in advance. 8-10 months is preferred. 
SICK CALLS: We are happy to visit the sick and bring Communion to them. Please notify the parish office. 
ANNULMENT PROCESS: If you are contemplating filing for an annulment; know that it is a healing process. It takes up to 18 months for the 
Tribunal to complete each case, so please take that into consideration. Call the parish office for more information. 

July 12, 2015—Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
RepentanceRepentanceRepentanceRepentance (Mark 6:7-13). Today’s Gospel is the 
continuation of last week’s lesson that Jesus’ “was not able” to 
bless or “perform any mighty deed” (that is; healing and 
exorcisms) because of the people’s “lack of faith,” (Mark 6:1-
6). 
Forces of evil or demons? How do we know or be aware of 
different types of evil? What are their characteristics? We could 
take a look at the Book of Genesis (Genesis, chapter 3), the 
snake who tempted Adam and Eve. The symbol of the snake and 
its name is Satan. According to its Hebrew meaning, hasatana 
means a “divided one” or “the scattered one.” To name a few 
characteristics of the devil or hasatana: cunning, sneakier, 
accuser, disrespectful, liar, tempter, gossip, scatters, or divided 
one. 
Have you ever had someone like this in your own family, 
community, workplace, or organization? 
In today’s Gospel, Jesus turned to the Twelve, His Apostles. The 
Twelve are/were Jesus’ loyal and faithful friends whom Jesus 
respected and had affection for as His family. 
Jesus knew that His Twelve listened to Him and were able to 
carry out His instructions. He sent them out two by two and 
“gave them authority over unclean spirits.” He told them not to 
rely on human favors or earthly goods to sustain their ministry. 
Jesus told His Apostles, “Wherever you enter a house, stay there 
until you leave,” means, “leave for good.” Jesus also prepares 
them for inevitable rejection, “Whatever place does not welcome 
you or listen to you, leave there and shake the dust off your feet 
in testimony against them,” (Mark 6). 
Jesus commissioned and aware that His apostles will deliver His 
message and be faithful to Him and the purpose of His ministry. 
Henceforth, they went abroad proclaiming a call of repentance 
from sin and turn back to their Lord and God. Translated from 
the Hebrew word, “shuv” (metanoia in Greek) that is, 
repentance, often used by Old Testament prophets, meaning 
“to turn,” “involving a complete about-face in perceiving, 
judging, and acting,” (Workbook, pg. 222). 
Repentance is Jesus’ message to each and every one of us. It is 
still calling, echoing and sounding in our ears today. It is God’s 
message, at the here and now, that everyone needs to be 

welcomed and heard, (1:15). God’s Son, Jesus, (Messiah-His 
Annointed One), that people like us, are able to turn our lives 
around, only, if we listen and repent from our sinful ways. 
What are the demoniac’s in your life, at the here and now - that 
you need Jesus to heal and be freed from? 
Open our hearts and minds with humility and understanding, to 
enable the Lord to perform many mighty deeds, in and through 
us. Repent and turn to Jesus with faithful and contrite spirits. 
Ephaphetha – that is, “be open” to the Lord, for He will 
accomplish in you His joy and His peace! Amen.
