The readings for this Second Sunday of Advent showers with 
delight and happiness from the Old Testament Book of Baruck 
5:1-9; Psalm 126; Letter of St. Paul to the Phillipians 1:4-6, 8-11; 
and the Holy Gospel according to Luke 3:1-6: 
Ready the way of the Lord! 
 
The excitement of living the joy of the Lord lifted our spirits and 
hearts in the new dimension of hope. Advent is the time of 
preparation and anticipation with the coming of the Lord.
