INFANT BAPTISM:  Parents must be registered and regularly attending the Sunday Eucharist to begin Baptism preparation.  Baptismal 

Preparation is held quarterly. Call the parish office to for next scheduled date. The Sacrament of Baptism is celebrated on the first and third Sunday 

of every month. 

MARRIAGE: If one of the engaged couple (or their parents) is registered at St. Maryôs arrangements may be made personally by the couple at 

least six months in advance. 8-10 months is preferred. 

SICK CALLS: We are happy to visit the sick and bring Communion to them. Please notify the parish office. 

ANNULMENT PROCESS: If you are contemplating filing for an annulment; know that it is a healing process. It takes up to 18 months for the 

Tribunal to complete each case, so please take that into consideration. Call the parish office for more information.

òI AM sent me to you,ó (Exodus 3:1-8a, 13-15) 

 

Being sent for a mission or accomplishing a task is 

very important to the life of both the sender and the 

one being sent.  For example, if you are chosen to 

travel to China by your Car Company to meet with its 

chosen delegates about building a ñrocket car 

engineò, the Company relies, trust, and believes that 

you are going to bring back some legitimate 

information. 

 

In the First Reading from the Book of Exodus, God 

chose Moses to free His people from the hands of the 

pharaoh of Egypt. Moses heeded every instruction 

and commandment from the Lord and communicated 

what God intended for His people by a covenantal 

relationship and a covenantal love. ñI am your God 

and you are my people.ò In keeping Godôs 

commandments and following Godôs ways, the 

Israelites will be blessed forever. 

 

In the First Reading and the Holy Gospel according 

to Luke, Jesusô saw His people staying away from the 

precepts His Father laid out for them.  People sinned 

against Godôs will. Murder, lawlessness, selfishness,  

infidelity to the covenant and not obeying the law 

and precepts of God. They rely on their strength, 

riches, and status instead of building up the 

community in faith and in humility on Godôs side. 

People lost faith in God. Their belly was their 

livelihood. 

 

 

 

Jesusô reminds them, ñIf you do not repent, you will 

all perish as they did!ò Who is  Jesus referreing to? 

What sin that you and I have committed to offend 

God? 

 

God is a God of second chances! The fig tree didnôt 

produce any fruits for three years and the owner 

instructs to cut it down. The attendee (Jesus) begged 

to the owner to spare the fig tree. He cultivates our 

hearts and fertilizes our souls with Godôs love and 

mercy in order for us to bear fruits of the Kingdom of 

heaven. He waits for us to open up our hearts to Him. 

He wants life for you and me. But for those who do 

not want to open to God, ñWhy should it exhaust the 

soil?ò 

 

Let us pray for the conversion and the change of 

hearts of those who are not faithful to God. To know 

God, is to love Him and act in good deeds with 

humility and generous love to do His will. YOU are 

the ones, Christians, that God sent to accomplish 

His divine will in this world. Fidelity in Godôs will 

and commandment, and be doers of the faith is all 

God ever needed from you and I.  Amen!

                                 3rd Sunday of Lent 
"But I tell you, if you do not repent, you will all perish as they 

did!" Who wants to repent? Who wants to change habits, make 

sacrifices, or chart a more challenging course? Repentance isn't 

the easy road. Few of us are naturally drawn towards it. Perhaps 

that's why Jesus had to speak with such boldness in today's Gos-

pel. Repent, or perish. Change, or suffer and die. Not what we 

like to hear. Not what we like to do. But we would be foolish not 

to listen. 

 

The entire Gospel message is certainly one of mercy and compas-

sion. Jesus was the first to show forgiveness to sinners, and he 

always called others to do the same. He suffered and died so that 

WE wouldn't have to suffer eternal death. But the fact remains 

that we can still CHOOSE to "perish." We can choose to stay 

rooted in our favorite sins and to cling tightly to the comfortable 

vices that stifle a virtuous life. When we won't let go of them, 

then we don't truly repent. But Jesus urges us to change so that we 

can enjoy the eternal benefits of his mercy. He doesn't want us to 

perish! As we hear in today's psalm, "He redeems your life from 

destruction, crowns you with kindness and compassion." Repent-

ing--turning back to God--puts us in the right position for this 

spiritual coronation.  

 

Lent is a time especially built for repentance. It is a season that 

calls us not only to recognize where we need to change, but to 

actually set those changes into motion. Lent isn't just a pious litur-

gical ritual. These forty days are a response to Christ's stern warn-

ing that we need to repent in order to save our souls. Let's not 

pretend to be exempt from the message. Lent is meant for ALL of 

us.
