Save yourselves from this corrupt generation, (Acts of
the Apostles 2:14a, 36-41).

| am the gate. Whoever enters through me will be
saved, ((John 10:1-10).

We come together as a people of God to celebrate this
Fourth Sunday of Easter! We are still in these glorious days to
wish each other “Happy Easter!” until the celebration of the So-
lemnity Feast of Pentecost!

The First Reading from the Acts of the Apostles, Peter
continued to preach to the people reminding them of Jesus Christ
whom they put to death by crucifixion. The people were “cut to
the heart’ and follow the teachings of the apostles.

Peter told them to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the
forgiveness of their sins and to receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

Saint Peter, the Prince of the Apostles, testified on Jesus’
and exhorts the people to “Save yourselves from this corrupt gen-
eration.” What does he meant by this—"“corrupt generation?”
The “corrupt generations” are the ones who do harm to others
whether by physical harm or by psychological harm. ‘Corrupt
generation’ might be people whose hearts have so much hate,
confusion, and oppressed in some sorts of issues. We could un-
derstand from Peter’s testimony as those who does not believe in
Christ Jesus, whom God had sent into their (our) midst.

In addition, Saint Peter drove forth his point, from his
first Letter in the Second Reading (1 Peter 2:20-25), “Beloved: If
you are patient when you suffer for doing what is good, this is a
grace before God.” It seems that what the Saint is saying “do not
let your hearts be troubled, have peace, be patient, know the grace
of God, and follow Jesus’ footsteps.” Or, I could summarize what
we need to avoid from being a ‘corrupt generation’ is by “having
faith and commit yourself to God, go to Church often, live the life
of Christ, love others who is hard to love and do good for them,
be kind and generous, give of yourself by sharing what you have
with others, say good words about others, and do some Christian
services, be active in the life of your family and parish, and most
of all be religious and be faithful.”

Therefore, brothers and sisters, Jesus said in the Holy Gospel

from John (10:-1-10), this Sunday, “I am the gate. Whoever en-
ters through me will be saved...I came so that they might have
life and have it more abundantly.”

As we celebrate this Fourth Sunday of Easter we are also cele-
brating the “World Day of Prayer for Vocations.” Let us be “be
cut to the heart” believing in our Lord and God. Let us pray
that we will be faithful and be fully committed disciples of Je-
sus to help our families and one another, to be faithful in bring-
ing your family to Mass, and to share our treasures, gifts, and
talents for the good of our Parish, family, and community.

We pray for all vocations: we pray for vocations to the priest-
hood life, consecrated life, vocations for ministries of our Par-
1sh, vocations in whatever we do in life, we should honor and
glorify God, whether at work or at leisure. Amen. God bless
you!
