Solemnity Feast Of The Ascension Of The Lord 

…you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, throughout 
Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth, (Acts 
of the Apostles 1:1-11). 
Call and chosen is the invitation for all Christians as well as athe-

ists and agnostics to discover the risen Lord in their lives. It is in 

pure knowledge and understanding that ipsum esse or knowing 

the transcendence and immanence of God. As the great philoso-

pher and theologian of the Church, St. Thomas Aquinas, puts it, 

“all creatures are fundamentally composed of essence and exis-

tence,” (Thomistic Philosophy). 

Our existence is real and we are created for the purpose of some-

thing far more amazing and awesome by our Creator, God. As we 

celebrate the Feast of the Ascension of the Lord, we have been 

guided and been taught by our Lord’s teachings, ministry, and His 

life about who He was and is, and His mission of salvation for all 

mankind. He gave us the structure and the framework through His 

Commandments in ways to live our lives and how to co-exists in 

the world according to His plan and purpose. 

Today’s Readings: First Reading from Acts of the Apostles (1:-1-

Jesus’ assures them that He will al-

ways be with them wherever they are, “And I am with you always, 

until the end of the age,” (John 28:16-20).

The Sacrament of Baptism is celebrated 
on the first and third Sunday of every month. 
 
MARRIAGE: If one of the engaged couple (or their parents) is 
registered at St. Mary’s arrangements may be made personally 
by the couple at least six months in advance. 8-10 months is 
preferred. 
 
SICK CALLS: We are happy to visit the sick and bring Communion 
to them. Please notify the parish office. 
 
ANNULMENT PROCESS: If you are contemplating filing for an 
annulment; know that it is a healing process. It takes up to 18 
months for the Tribunal to complete each case, so please take 
that into consideration. Call the parish office for more 
information.
