Call the parish office to schedule a 
date. The Sacrament of Baptism is celebrated on 
the first and third Sunday of every month. 
 
MARRIAGE: If one of the engaged couple (or their 
parents) is registered at St. Mary’s arrangements 
may be made personally by the couple at least six 
months in advance. 8-10 months is preferred. 
 
SICK CALLS: We are happy to visit the sick and bring 
Communion to them. Please notify the parish 
office. 
 
ANNULMENT PROCESS: If you are contemplating 
filing for an annulment; know that it is a healing 
process. It takes up to 18 months for the Tribunal 
to complete each case, so please take that into con-
sideration.

THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD 
Today Solemnity Feast is the Baptism Of The Lord. Our First 

Reading from the Book of the Prophet Isaiah, mention this 

servant of God will come to comfort and expiate the sins of 

His people. This same servant is the chosen One of God of 

whom He is pleased with. God’s spirit is in Him and He will 

bring justice to the world. The glory of the Lord is revealed 

through Him.  

Although, Jesus is not mentioned specifically as this servant, 

all attributes, qualities and identity of the servant whom the 

prophet mentioned fulfills in Jesus.

We are 

baptized into the life of God as His children. As baptized 

members of God’s family we are to bring love and peace in 

the world of today. We have to live as bold joyful missionary 

disciples to live the Eucharist with gratitude and thanksgiv-

ing. As baptized children of God, we are to encourage the 

faith and active participation of its members in the life of the 

holy Church of God.  

Let’s pray that we are living up to our baptism in the life of 

the Trinity: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit as we celebrate this 

solemn Feast of God’s love to us. May God bless you and 

your family, and may God be blessed forever and ever!
