FROM THE PASTOR
Your word Lord is spirit and life, (Psalm 19).
As a loving parent you’re always want to give the best
possible care and love to your children. Teaching them
from right and wrong, as well as protect them from any
harm. You tell them story when they are old enough of
where you come from, how you meet, and when they
were born. You teach them about life, love, and the
world they are living in, and the importance of being a
family.
Today’s Readings tells us something like it about the
importance of love and care in the life of God’s family.
The first reading from the Prophet Nehemiah states that
the priest Ezra brought the law and read to men, women,
and children old enough to understand. All were listened
attentively. The people responded accepting what was
read (the law of the Lord) with the “’Amen, amen.””
Also, today’s holy Gospel according to Luke 1:1-4, 4: 14
-21, Luke addressed the people as ‘Theophilus’ meaning
‘loved by God,’ reported Jesus returned to Galilee and
teaching in their synagogues and was praised by all. He
went to His hometown of Nazareth and into the syna-
gogue on the sabbath day. He was handed a scroll of the
prophet Isaiah and read from it saying, ‘ "'The Spirit of
the Lord is upon me, because He has anointed me to
bring glad tidings to the poor...”” After reading the
scroll, Jesus said to them, “’Today this Scripture passage
is fulfilled in your hearing.””
Therefore, the Lord our God is merciful, caring, and lov-
ing. He desires for us to live and abide in His amazing
and awesome love. He gave us His Commandments. His
Commandment of Love guide us and lead us in our jour-
ney in this world. He gave us all the best and He gave
His only begotten Son, Jesus to teach us about His plan
for us. To live in harmony, peaceful, and in a safer world
is to abide and live in His commandments of love. As St.
Paul says in today’s Second Reading, using the meta-
phor of body and each members of the body. Every
member contributes for the function of the body. They
are in union with each other and compatible in one unit,
“If one part suffers, all the parts suffer with it, if one part
is honored, all the parts share its joy,” (1 Corinthians
12:12-30). Therefore, let us all live together as a family
of God.
