FROM THE PASTOR
Jesus answered him, “’/t is written, One does not
live on bread alone,....It is written: You shall wor-
ship the Lord, your God, and Him alone shall you
serve,....It also says, You shall not put the Lord,
your God, to the test,”’ (Luke 4:1-13).
We welcome the holy season of Lent on this first Sunday.
Today’s holy Gospel is from Luke 4:1-13. Jesus, after His
baptism, was “led by the Holy Spirit” in the desert of temp-
tation. Now the same Spirit led Jesus to the desert to be
tempted by the devil.
Jesus, the Son of God and human, made him more suscepti-
ble to all temptation and the pain it causes. We are also
tempted to fall into habitual temptation of sin and dulls our
souls. Jesus innocent of sin reveals us something new about
temptation: His love. Jesus loves the Father, with the utmost
of love that neither Adam nor Eve nor everyone else had
achieved. He never betrayed His love of the Father.
(Temptation always offers an alternative to the true love).
The friendship and love between Him and the Father
strengthen Him against all temptations.
Today’s holy Gospel according to Luke states Jesus was led
to the desert to be tempted by the devil. These same tempta-
tions people and humans are also fall in at all times and eve-
ry day: first, food or material things; second, hunger for
power; self-egos, pride and self-gratification and self-
praised; and, thirdly, humility to accept the truth and em-
brace it, without fighting it.
Our Lord overcome all the three temptations of the devil.
He suffered temptation to the point of death, and the ulti-
mate triumph over temptation was His death for the love of
the Father and our humanity. Jesus expressed His last hour
when He said, “Father into your hands I commend my spir-
it” (Luke 23:46). We, the family of Adam and Eve, new-
born family in Jesus baptism, know that temptation has not
ceased. It is present constantly. We pray that we don’t fall
into temptation. We pray to pass the test. The key of not
falling is love. Jesus fortified His love for the Father and
humanity in the midst of anguish, temptation, and challeng-
es. Let us ponder Jesus’ love, humility, and commitment to
His purpose, the victory of the cross, so that we can fight all
temptations of life with His help. Amen.

donations and charities (be generous with your donations to
the Church and our parish); prayers: live a prayerful life
reflecting on God’s love for you and others; and fast: live
an honest and faithful Christian life of God by attending
Mass on Sundays; fast from vicious and malicious words,
behaviors, and un-Christian life. God bless!
