...remain faithful to the grace of God, (Acts
13:14, 43-52).
Last Sunday we witnessed and celebrated the First Com-
munion of our twelve (12) children. Our church was filled
with families, friends, and together with our parish who
rejoice and pray for them. They were so excited, filled
with joy, and look angelic for they are the children of
God.
What a great message that was and is to and for all of us.
How blessed and excited we are to remind ourselves of
the innocent and pure life we live in God.
Today’s message and Scripture readings presented this
joyful message of being faithful and joyful members of
Christ.
In our First Reading from the Acts of the Apostles, Paul
and Barnabas continued their missionary works of preach-
ing to Jews and Gentiles alike. Many worshippers and
converts followed them. They strengthened them to re-
main faithful to the grace of God. Yes, there was rejection
and those who opposed their message but they were not
“shut up” from preaching the glorified word of the Lord.
The disciples were filled with joy and the Holy Spirit,
(Acts 13:14, 43-52).
John in his vision from our Second Reading from the
Book of Revelation 7:9, 14b-17, saw the magnificence of
God’s glory. He saw in his vision the great multitude of
people from every nation, race, and tongue. They stood
before the throne and before the Lamb (Jesus), wearing
white robes and holding palm branches in their hands.
They worshipped day and night in God’s temple. Jesus is
their Shepherd and God will wipe away every tear from
their eyes, (Revelation 7:9, 14b-17).
In today’s Gospel, Jesus commends His sheep or those
who are faithful to Him.
