FROM THE DESK OF FR. STEVE

Holy Mother Church takes a beautiful pause to celebrate
the magnificent feast day of the Presentation of Jesus in
the Temple today.

Each year on February 2, the church celebrates the Feast
of the Presentation of Jesus at the Temple, also known as
the Feast of the Purification, and Candlemas. This feast
commemorates the 40th day after Jesus’ birth, when he
was presented in the Jerusalem Temple and Mary was
purified in accordance with Jewish Law.

The Book of Leviticus mandates that, after childbirth, a
woman must go to the temple to offer “two turtle- doves
or two pigeons, one for a burnt-offering and the other for
a sin-offering; and the priest shall make atonement on
her behalf, and she shall be clean” (Leviticus 12:8).

The Presentation of Jesus at the Temple is chronicled in
the Gospel of Luke, when St. Simeon the Righteous saw
Jesus in the temple and “took him in his arms and praised
God,” saying, “My eyes have seen your salvation” (Luke
2:30).

This blessing by Simeon is the basis for the canticle
Nunc dimittis or “The Song of Simeon” which the
Church prays nightly for the Liturgy of the Hours at
Night Prayer:

Lord, now you let your servant go in peace;
your word has been fulfilled: my own eyes have seen the salvation
which you have prepared in the sight of every peop[e:

a [ight to reveal you to the nations and the g(ory of your peop[e Israel.

This feast isn’t always celebrated on a Sunday, but al-
ways observed—nor is it held as a Holy Day of Obliga-
tion. With February 2™ falling on a Sunday this year it
gives us a great opportunity to celebrate it with greater
festivity and observance.

In a spiritual sense, today makes a great opportunity for
us to meditate on the Holy Family, how they, Jesus,
Mary and Joseph, came to worship the Lord God as a
family. Our families too come before the Lord and we
offer ourselves to Him. Perhaps this day we can ask our
Blessed Mother to present us, her children, to God just as
she did with Jesus.
